Director’s note

My attempt has been to create emotional identification and yet at certain moments induce distance in the audience by using various devices.

The relatively classical structure of the story, the fact for example that we follow the main character in every scene, helps create audience identification. But this is counterbalanced by the script (a film about filmmaking and censorship), the casting (the double role), the type of shots (generally classical but sometimes ultra close-ups), the editing (seamless within scenes with often brutal ellipses between scenes) and the treatment of the soundtrack (overt presence of music at certain moments).

This approach helps in creating a tone that is gently ironic and satirical. The idea is not to sound moralistic but to represent a complex reality in a light and subtle manner.
